2007 Intercollegiate Rowing Association Champions.

Whereas crew is the oldest intercollegiate sport in the United
States, dating back to 1852;

Whereas the Intercollegiate Rowing Association Champion-
ship, which began in 1895, is the oldest college rowing
championship in the United States and is one of the most

prestigious championships in collegiate rowing;

Whereas the University of Washington first attended the
Intercollegiate Rowing Association Championship in the
1913;

Whereas the Washington Huskies Men’s Crew Team was the

number 1 ranked team in the United States all season
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and entered the Intercollegiate Rowing Association
Championships as the top seeded team;

Whereas the University of Washington’s varsity eight, second
varsity eight, and open four each won gold medals in
their respective races, and the freshman eight took home

the bronze medal;

Whereas this is the 12th varsity eight title won by University
of Washington at the Intercollegiate Rowing Association
Championships, and the first such win by the Huskies
since 1997;

Whereas the Huskies also won the Ten Eyck Trophy for the
first time since 1970 by winning the overall points cham-

pionship;

Whereas the entire University of Washington Men’s Crew
Team should be commended for demonstrating deter-

mination, work ethic, attitude, and heart; and

Whereas the members of the Men’s Crew Team have brought
oreat honor to themselves, their families, the University
of Washington, and the State of Washington: Now, there-
