SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Small Business SOX

[V B SN VS B O]

Compliance Extension Act”.
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SEC. 2. EXTENSION OF MORATORIUM.

Not later than 30 days after the date of enactment
of this Act, the Securities and Exchange Commission shall
modify its regulations under section 404 of the Sarbanes-
Oxley Act of 2002 (15 U.S.C. 7262) so that a non-acceler-
ated filer under such regulations is not required to provide
management’s report on internal control over financial re-
porting until it files an annual report for its first fiscal
year ending on or after December 15, 2008.
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
