AN ACT

To repeal sect ions 233.010 and 233.155, RSM o, and to  enact  in  li eu thereof f ive new

sect i ons relat i ng t o incor porat ed road dist r i ct s.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Sta te of Mi ssouri, as fol lows:

Section A. Sections 233.010 and 233.155, RSM o, are rep ealed an d f ive

2 new secti ons enacted in  li eu  th er eof , t o be k nown as secti ons 233.010, 233.155,

3 233.177, 233.297, and 233.317, to  r ead as fol l ows:

233.010. 1. Terri tor y not exceeding ei ght m il es square, wherein is loc ated

2 any ci ty , town  or vi ll age [cont aini ng l ess t han one hund r ed t housand

3 in habitan ts ], may be or gan i zed as her ei n  set f or th  in to  a speci al  r oad di str i ct;

4 provi ded, however, t he provi sions of this secti on shall  not ap ply t o counti es under

5 town ship organizati on or to class one counti es except any f ir st class coun ty

6 wit hout  a chart er form of gover nm ent  whic h cont ai ns al l  or  part of a cit y wi t h a

7 popul at i on gr eat er  t han f our  hund r ed t housand and any  f i r st  cl ass count y wi t h

8 a popul at i on of over  one hund r ed t housand i nha bi t ant s whi ch does not  adjoi n

9 anoth er fir st cl ass county  and wh ich  conta in s a campus of th e U n iv ers ity  of

10 M i ssour i ; however, any count y of t he second class whic h had w i t hi n i t s

11 bounda r i es, pr i or  t o Janua r y 1, 1989, a speci al  road  dist r i ct  al r eady or gani zed

12 and existin g under th is section  and wh ich  second cl ass county b ecomes a first

13 cl ass county  w i th out a  char ter  for m of gover nment under  th e la ws of t h i s sta te ,

14 such change in classif icati on shall  in no w ay aff ect t he exis tin g sta tus,  nor the

15 r i ght  t o exi st , nor  t he l egal i t y of t he or gani zat i on nor  t he r i ght  t o r emai n

16 organized of any su ch pri or exi sti ng special road d ist rict  nor sh all  it  in an y wa y

17 aff ect, alt er or change the right of  said special road d ist ri ct  so exist ing p ri or t o

18 the chan ge in cl assif icati on of t he second class coun ty  to fun ct ion an d t o lawfull y
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19 conti nu e to fun ction un der t his sect ion an d section 233 .165, in the sam e manner

20 as such special road d ist ri ct  fun ct ioned pri or to the change in classif icati on of t he

21 second class county. However, no city, town, or village containing more

22 than one hundred thousand inhabitants may be included within the

23 territory of a special road district organized under sections 233.010 to

24 233.165.

25 2. The eight square mile territorial restriction provided for in

26 subsection 1 of this section shall not apply to any special road district

27 organized under the provisions of sections 233.010 to 233.165 within a

28 county of the fourth classification.

233.155. 1. Whenever  t he i nha bi t ant s of any speci al  r oad di st r i ct  al r eady

2 formed under s ect i ons 233.010 t o 233.165 shal l  desir e to extend t he bound ar i es

3 of such district to tak e in  territory  not in clu ded in  th e origin al d istrict,  and shall

4 present a p etition  to th e county com mission  of the  coun ty  in  wh ich  such district

5 is l ocated, or i f  th e proposed distr ict is t o incl ud e porti ons of more t han one

6 county,  th en to th e county commission s of each of such counties, signed by not

7 l ess than t hi r t y-f i ve vot ers in t he old di st r i ct  and not  l ess [then ] than the lesser

8 of thirty-five voters or f if ty  percent of the voters in the ter ri tor y prop osed to

9 be t ak en i nt o said di st r i ct , aski ng t he count y comm i ssi on or  comm i ssi ons of such

10 county  or  count i es t o submi t  t he pr oposi t i on of t he pr oposed ext ensi on of such

11 road  distr ict to a vote of t he people of such proposed dist ri ct  for t heir ad opti on or

12 r eject i on, t he count y comm i ssi on of such county , or i f  t he proposed dis t r i ct  shal l

13 i ncl ude par t s of mor e t han one count y, t he count y comm issi ons of al l  such

14 count i es, shal l  each mak e an or der  of r ecor d t hat  t he pr oposed ext ensi on of said

15 road  distr ict un der th e provisi ons of t his sect ion,  descri bing the sam e by it s ti tl e

16 and t he dat e of i t s approval , and descr i bi ng t he bound ar i es of t he di st r i ct  as

17 pr oposed to  be extended, be submi tt ed to  th e voter s of such pr oposed r oad di str i ct.

18 2. The questi on  shal l  be submi tt ed in  substa nti al l y th e fol l ow i ng for m: 

19 Shall  t he special road d ist ri ct  be extended? 

20 3. I f  t he t er r i t or y of mor e t han one count y be i ncl uded i n said speci al  r oad

21 dis t r i ct , t he count y comm i ssi on of each count y i n sai d dis t r i ct  shal l , as soon as

22 the ret urn s are in f rom  said el ect ion , cause a certif icate t o be made out st ati ng

23 t he numbe r  of vot es cast  for  and against  said pr oposit ion i n said count y, and

24 cause such cer t i f i cat e t o be f i l ed wi t h t he count y cl er k of t he count y comm i ssi on

25 of every o th er coun ty  wh ich  shall f orm  a part of sa id  special roa d district. If it

26 shal l  appear  fr om the  r eturns o f said county  and f r om said cer t i f i cate th at  a
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27 major it y of t he votes cast up on the p roposit ion in the w hole proposed distr ict be

28 in f avor of  th e extension of  said road  distr ict,  t he county com missi on or coun ty

29 comm i ssi ons i n said pr oposed di st r i ct  shal l  decl ar e t he r esul t  of  t he vot e t her eon

30 i n said pr oposed di st r i ct  by an or der  of r ecor d, and shal l  make  an or der  of r ecor d

31 t hat  t he above speci f i ed r oad di st r i ct  l aws shall  extend t o and be t he l aw i n such

32 speci al  r oad dist r i ct , i ncluding t he exten sion t her eof, set t i ng out  t he bound ar i es

33 of said d ist ri ct as extend ed, t he same to take effect and be in f orce from  and af ter

34 a day to be nam ed in su ch order, said day t o be not more t han tw enty da ys af ter

35 said el ect i on.

36 4. If  any t erri tor y added t o any such  ori ginal distr ict be in an y coun ty

37 outsid e of t he county of su ch orig in al d istrict,  each county ou tsid e of such orig in al

38 dis t r i ct  may appoint  one r oad comm issi oner t o act  wit h t he comm i ssi oners

39 appoi nt ed i n t he count y of t he or i gi na l  di st r i ct . Such comm i ssi oner s so appoi nt ed

40 outsid e of t he count y of t he or i ginal  di st r i ct  shal l  ser ve for a t erm of t hre e years

41 fr om t he dat e of such appoi nt ment [, and unt i l  t hei r  successor s shal l  be appoi nt ed

42 and quali f ied]. Such comm i ssi oner s shal l  be vot er s of such added ter r i t or y i n

43 such county  of t hei r  appoint ment . Except  as her ein pr ovi ded, such commi ssi oners

44 shall  be governed by sections 233.010 t o 233.165. N o change shall  be made in the

45 nu mber of commissi oners appointed by the coun ty  of t he origi na l dist ri ct  or i n the

46 manner of t heir a ppoin tm ent.

47 5. I f a majority of th e votes of th e proposed district,  as extended, be cast

48 in  favor of su ch exten sion , th en th e terr itory o f such district,  as extended, shall

49 be gover ned by sect i ons 233.010 t o 233.165. But  i f  such ext ensi on pr oposi t i on

50 shal l  not  r ecei ve a maj or i t y of the vot es of said di st r i ct , as ext ended, t hen said

51 special road  dist ri ct  shall  rem ain as it  was before said peti ti on was file d. A ny

52 special road d ist ri ct extend ed un der t he provi sions of t his sect ion m ay be

53 ext ended so t hat  aft er such ext ension i t  shal l  not  be more th an sevent een m i l es

54 square. The seventeen mile square restriction shall not apply to any

55 special road district extended within a county of the fourth

56 classification.

233.177. 1. In lieu of the mode of establishment set forth in

2 section 233.175, a road district organized under sections 233.170 to

3 233.315 may be established by election. The election procedures

4 established by the provisions of this section shall only apply to

5 proposed special road districts within a county of the fourth

6 classification.
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7 2. Whenever fifty voters, who are voters of any such proposed

8 special road district, shall file a petition with the county commission,

9 asking the commission to submit sections 233.170 to 233.315 to a vote

10 of the people of such proposed road district for their adoption, the

11 county commission shall make an order of record that sections 233.170

12 to 233.315, describing the same by its title and the date of its approval,

13 be submitted to the voters of such proposed road district at an election.

14 3. The question shall be submitted in substantially the following

15 form:

16 "Shall the . . . . . . . . Road District be established?".

17 4. If the majority of the votes cast for and against the adoption

18 of sections 233.170 to 233.315 be for its adoption, the commission shall

19 declare the result of the vote thereon by an order of record, and shall

20 make an order of record declaring sections 233.170 to 233.315 to be the

21 law in such special road district, the same to take effect and be in force

22 from and after a day to be named in such order within ten days.

233.297. 1. In lieu of the modes of dissolution set forth in section

2 233.290 or in section 233.295, a special road district may be dissolved

3 by election. The dissolution procedure established under this section

4 shall only apply to the dissolution of special road districts in counties

5 of the fourth classification.

6 2. Upon presentation of a petition signed by fifty registered

7 voters of the special road district, the county commission shall make an

8 order that the dissolution of the special road district order that the

9 question of dissolving the special road district shall be submitted to a

10 vote of the people of the special road district.  However no such

11 petition may be presented until the expiration of four years from the

12 date of establishment of the special road district or from the date of the

13 last election seeking to expand or dissolve the special road district.

14 3. The question shall be submitted in substantially the following

15 form:

16 "Shall the . . . . . . . . Special Road District be dissolved?".

17 4. If a majority of the votes cast are in favor of the dissolution,

18 the district shall be disincorporated and the operation of the law shall

19 cease in that district.

20 5. The dissolution of the road district shall not affect the validity

21 of any bonds issued by the road district and all levies related to such
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22 bonds shall remain in effect until such bonds are paid. Likewise, the

23 dissolution of the road district shall not affect the validity of any

24 special assessments or taxes levied against particular parcels or the

25 validity of any unpaid taxes previously levied against a particular

26 parcel.

27 6. Upon dissolution of a special road district pursuant to this

28 section, the land therein shall be assigned to a new or existing common

29 road district pursuant to chapter 231, RSMo. If after payment of all

30 debts of the special road district, there are funds left in the possession

31 of the special road district, such funds shall be allocated

32 proportionately to the common road districts to which the land within

33 the former special road district were assigned based on the acreage

34 assigned to each common road district. To the extent that funds are

35 paid subsequent to such original allocation, other than funds connected

36 with bond obligations under subsection 5 of this section, based on

37 obligations assigned to particular parcels or property, such funds shall

38 be allocated to the common road district in which such parcels or

39 property is located.

233.317. 1. In addition to any other mechanism established by

2 law for the expansion or extension of a road district established under

3 sections 233.170 to 233.315, such road district may be extended by

4 election. The provisions of this section shall only apply to the

5 extension of special road districts in counties of the fourth

6 classification.

7 2. Upon presentation of a petition signed by not less than thirty-

8 five registered voters in the old district and by the lesser of thirty-five

9 registered voters or fifty percent of the registered voters in the area to

10 be added to the road district to the county commission, the county

11 commission shall make an order of record that the proposed extension

12 of said road district under the provisions of this section, describing the

13 same by its title and the date of its approval, and describing the

14 boundaries of the district as proposed to be extended, be submitted to

15 the voters of such proposed road district.

16 3. The question shall be submitted in substantially the following

17 form:

18 "Shall the . . . . . . . . Special Road District be extended?".

19 4. If the majority of the votes cast for and against the expansion
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20 of the road district be for its expansion, the commission shall declare

21 the result of the vote thereon by an order of record, and shall make an

22 order of record declaring that the road district shall be expanded to

23 include the territory covered by the petition. If the majority of the

24 votes be against the expansion, the territory shall remain as it was

25 prior to the vote. Any order pursuant to this section shall take effect

26 ten days after its entry.
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
