amended—
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(1) in subparagraph (B), in the matter pre-
ceding clause (1), by striking ““Notwithstanding para-
oraph” and inserting “Subject to subparagraph (C)
and notwithstanding paragraph’; and
(2) by adding at the end the following:

“(C) MINIMUM PROGRAM STATES.—Sub-

paragraph (B) shall not apply to any State de-
seribed in section 402(2)(8)(A).”.
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
