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AN ACT

To r epeal  sect i on 37.005, RSM o, and t o enact  i n lieu thereof  one new sect i on r el at i ng

to the ad minist rati ve t rust f un d, w it h an emergency clause.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Sta te of Mi ssouri, as fol lows:

Section A . Section 37.005,  RSM o, is r epealed and  one new section en acted

2 i n  li eu  th er eof, t o be k nown as secti on  37.005, to  r ead as fol l ows:

37.005. 1. Except  as provi ded her ein, t he off i ce of adm i ni st r at i on shal l  be

2 contin ued as set f orth  in  house bill 38 4, seventy-sixth  genera l assembly a nd shall

3 be consid ered as a departm ent w it hin  t he meaning us ed in the O mnibu s Stat e

4 Reorga n izatio n  Act of 1974. The commission er of ad min istra tion  shall ap poin t

5 di r ect or s of al l  maj or  di vi si ons wi t hi n t he off i ce of admi ni st r at i on.

6 2. The commissi oner of administ rati on shall  be a member of th e

7 governm ental em ergency fun d commit tee as ex off icio comptr oll er and  the direct or

8 of t he departm ent of  revenu e shall  be a member in p lace of t he ch ief  of t he

9 pl anni ng and const r uct i on di vi si on.

10 3. The off ice of administ rati on is designated the "M issouri St ate A gency

11 for Sur plus  Proper t y"  as requi r ed by Publ i c Law  152, eight y-f i r st  Congress as

12 amended, and rel ated law s for disposa l of  surp lus f ederal property. A ll  t he

13 power s, du ti es and fu ncti ons vested by secti ons 37.075 and 37.080, and oth er s,

14 are tra nsferre d by typ e I tra nsfer to th e off ice of admin istra tion  as well a s all

15 property and  personnel rel ated to t he du tie s. The commissi oner sh all  integr ate

16 th e progra m of disp osal of f edera l su rp lu s prop erty w ith  th e processes of disp osal

17 of st at e sur pl us pr oper t y t o pr ovi de economi cal  and i mpro ved ser vi ce t o st at e and

18 l ocal  agenci es of gover nment . The gover nor  shal l  f i x t he amount  of bond r equi r ed
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19 by sect i on 37.080. A l l  empl oyees t r ansferr ed shal l  be covered by t he provi sions

20 of chapte r  36, RSM o, and t he Omni bus Stat e Reorgani zat i on Act  of 1974.

21 4. The commissioner o f admin is tr atio n  shall r epla ce t he dir ector o f

22 r evenue as a member of th e board of fund  comm i ssi oners and assum e all  duti es

23 and responsibi li ti es assigned t o the dir ector of r evenue by sections 33 .300 t o

24 33.540, RSM o, rel ati ng to du ti es as a member of t he board  and matt ers rel ati ng

25 t o bonds and bond coupons.

26 5. A l l  t he powers, duti es and f unct i ons of t he adm i ni st r ati ve ser vi ces

27 section,  section 33.580, RSM o, and others,  are tr ansferred by a ty pe I tr ansfer to

28 th e offi ce of admi n i str ati on  and th e admi n i str ati ve ser vi ces secti on  i s abol i shed.

29 6. The commissi oner of administ rati on shall , in  addit ion to his or  her

30 ot her duties,  cause t o be pr epar ed a compre hensi ve pl an of t he st at e's f i el d

31 operati ons, bu il dings ow ned or r ented  and the commun icati ons system s of stat e

32 agencies. Such a pla n shal l  pl ace pr i or i t y on i mproved avai l abi l i t y of ser vi ces

33 th r oughout t he sta te , consol i dati on  of space occupancy and economy i n  oper ati ons.

34 7. The commissi oner of administ rati on shall  f rom  t im e to tim e examine

35 t he space needs of  the agenci es of st at e gover nment  and space avai l abl e and

36 shal l , wit h t he appr oval  of t he boar d of pub l i c bu i l di ngs, assi gn and r eassi gn

37 space in p roperty own ed, leased or otherwise control led by the stat e. Any other

38 la w  to  the contrary  notw it hstand ing,  up on a determ inati on by t he commissi oner

39 that all  or part of  any prop ert y is i n excess of t he needs of any st ate agency, t he

40 commissi oner m ay lease such prop ert y t o a pri vate or  governm ent entit y. Any

41 r evenue r ecei ved f r om t he l ease of such pr oper t y shal l  be deposi t ed i nt o t he fund

42 or  funds  fr om whi ch m oneys for  r ent , oper at i ons or  pur chase have been

43 appropriat ed. The commissi oner sh all  establi sh by rule the procedures for  leasing

44 excess propert y.

45 8. Th e comm i ssi oner of adm i ni st r at i on shal l  make t he sel ect i on of a

46 personnel  di r ect or fr om the  nam es of t he t hre e highest  r anki ng avai l able el i gibl es

47 as provi ded in sect ion 36.080,  RSM o. The personn el advisory board,  t he

48 personnel d ivisio n  and th e personnel d irecto r in  th e off ice of ad min istra tion  shall

49 r eta i n  th e funct i ons, du t i es and power s pr escr i bed in  chapter  36,

50 RSM o. M ember s of t he per sonnel  advi sor y boar d shal l  be nomi nat ed by t he

51 com m issi oner of administ rati on and  appointed by the governor w it h the a dvic e

52 and consent of t he senate.

53 9. The commissi oner of ad minist rati on is h ereby au thori zed to coordinate

54 and cont r ol  t he acqui si t i on and use of electr oni c dat a pr ocessi ng (EDP)  and
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55 autom ati c data p rocessing (A DP) i n  th e executiv e bra nch  of stat e

56 gover nment. For  th i s pur pose, th e offi ce of admi n i str ati on  w i l l  have auth or i ty  to :

57 (1) Develop and im plem ent a long- range computer f acil it ies plan for  t he

58 use of EDP and A DP i n M i ssouri sta te gover nm ent . Such plan may c over, but  i s

59 not  l i mi t ed to, oper at i onal  st andar ds, st andar ds for  t he est abl i shment , funct i on

60 and management o f ser vi ce center s, coor di nati on  of th e data  pr ocessi ng educati on ,

61 and pl ann i ng sta ndar ds for  appl i cati on  devel opment a nd im pl ementa ti on ; 

62 (2) Appr ove al l  addi ti ons and del eti ons of E DP and ADP har dwar e,

63 soft war e, and suppor t ser vi ces, and ser vi ce center s; 

64 (3) Establi sh stand ard s for t he development o f annu al da ta processing

65 applicat ion p lans for  each of the service centers. These stand ard s shall  incl ud e

66 revi ew of post-im plem entati on audit s. These annu al plans shall be on f il e in the

67 of f i ce of admin i str ati on  and shal l  be th e basi s for  equ i pment a ppr oval  r equests ;

68 (4) Review of a ll stat e EDP and ADP appli cati ons t o assure conform ance

69 with  th e sta te  in form atio n  systems pla n , and th e in form ati on  systems pla ns of

70 sta te  agenci es and ser vi ce center s; 

71 (5) Esta bl i sh  pr ocur ement p r ocedur es for  EDP and ADP har dwar e,

72 soft war e, and suppor t ser vi ce; 

73 (6) Est abl i sh a char gi ng syst em t o be used by al l  ser vi ce cent er s when

74 per for m i ng wor k  for  any agency; 

75 (7) E stabl i sh pr ocedur es for  t he r ecei pt  of ser vi ce cent er  char ges and

76 payment s for  oper at i on of t he servi ce cent er s. The comm i ssi oner  shal l  mai nt ain

77 a compl et e i nv ent or y of al l  st at e-owned or  -l eased EDP and ADP equi pment , and

78 annu all y submit  a report to th e general assem bly wh ich sh all  incl ud e start ing

79 and ending  E DP and ADP costs for t he fi scal year previ ously end ed, and t he

80 reasons for m ajor  increases or va ri ances between start ing and ending costs. The

81 comm i ssi oner shal l  al so adopt , after publ i c hear i ng, r ul es and re gul at i ons

82 designed t o protect  t he rights of  privacy of  t he cit izens of t h is  sta te and t he

83 confidential it y of inf orm ati on contai ned in com pute r ta pes or other storage

84 devices to  th e maxim um extent p ossib le consis ten t w ith  th e effici en t opera tio n  of

85 t he off i ce of adm i ni st r at i on and cont r act i ng st at e agenci es.

86 10. Except as  prov id ed in  subsection  13 of this  section , th e fee ti tl e to all

87 real property now  owned or hereaf ter  acquir ed by the stat e of M issou ri , or any

88 departm ent, d ivi sion, commissi on, board  or agency of stat e governm ent,  other

89 t han r eal  pr oper t y owned or  possessed by t he st at e hi ghwa ys and t r ansport at i on

90 comm i ssi on, conser vat i on comm i ssi on, st at e depar t ment  of nat ur al  r esour ces, and
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91 the U niversi ty  of M issouri , shall on  M ay 2, 1974, vest in the governor. The

92 gover nor  may not convey or  oth er w i se tr ansfer  t he ti tl e to  such r eal  pr oper ty ,

93 un less such conveyance or tran sfer is  fi rst a u th orized by an  act of t he genera l

94 assembly . Th e provi sions of t hi s subsect i on r equi r i ng aut hor i zat i on of a

95 conveyance or  tr ansfer  by an  act  of  t he gener al  assembl y shal l  not, h owever ,

96 apply t o the gran ti ng or conveyance of an  easement t o any rural el ectri c

97 cooper ati ve as def i ned in  chapter  394, RSM o, mun i ci pal  cor por ati on ,

98 quasi-governm ental corporati on own ing or operati ng a pub li c util it y , or  a pub li c

99 util it y, except r ail roads, as defined  in chapter  386, RSM o. The governor, w it h the

100 approval of  t he board  of pub li c buildings,  may, up on the requ est of any st ate

101 departm ent,  agency, board  or commissi on not otherwise being em powered to m ake

102 its ow n tran sfer or conveyance of an y la nd belon gin g to th e state o f M issouri

103 which is un der t he contr ol and  custody of such departm ent,  agency, board  or

104 comm issi on, gr ant  or  conv ey wi t hout  fur t her  l egi sl at i ve act i on, for  such

105 consideration as m ay be agreed upon, easements across, over, up on or un der any

106 such sta te  la nd to  any r ur al  el ectr i c cooper ati ve, as defi ned i n  chapter  394, RSM o,

107 munic ip al corporat i on, or quasi -gover nm ent al  corporat i on owni ng or  operat i ng a

108 publ i c u ti l i ty , or  a publ i c u ti l i ty , except r ai l r oad, as def i ned in  chapter  386,

109 RSM o. The easement shal l  be for  th e pur pose of p r omot i ng t he gener al  heal th ,

110 welfar e and safety of t he publ i c and shal l  i nclude t he r i ght  of i ngr ess or  egress

111 for  th e pur pose of constr ucti ng, mai n ta i n i ng or  r emovi ng any pi pel i ne, power  li ne,

112 sewer or other si m il ar pu bli c uti li ty  instal lat ion or any eq uip ment or

113 appur t enances necessar y t o t he oper at i on t her eof, except  t hat  r ai l r oad as def i ned

114 i n chapt er  386, RSM o, shal l  not  be i ncl uded i n t he pr ovi si ons of t hi s subsect i on

115 un less such conveyance or tran sfer is  fi rst a u th orized by an  act of t he genera l

116 assembl y. The easement  sha l l  be for  such consi der at i on as may  be agr eed upon

117 by the p arti es and approved by the b oard  of p ub li c buildings. The att orney

118 genera l shall approve t he form  of t he in str um ent of  conveyance. The

119 comm issi oner  of admi ni st r at i on shal l p r epar e mana gement  pl ans for  such

120 pr oper t i es i n t he manne r  set  out  i n subsect i on 7 of t hi s sect i on.

121 11. The comm ission er of administ rati on shall  administ er a revol ving

122 "Ad minist rati ve Trust Fu nd " which sh all  be establi shed by th e stat e t reasu rer

123 whic h shal l  be fund ed annuall y by  appro pri at i on and whic h shal l  cont ai n m oneys

124 t r ansferr ed or pai d t o the off i ce of adm i ni st r at i on i n re t urn f or goods and ser vi ces

125 provided  by t he off ice of administ rati on t o any governm ental entit y or to th e

126 pub li c. The state t reasu rer sh all  be the custodian  of the f un d, and shall  approve
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127 disbursements fr om  th e fu nd for th e purch ase of goods or service s at the  request

128 of t he comm i ssi oner  of admi ni st r at i on or  t he comm i ssi oner 's desi gnee. The

129 prov ision s of section  33.080, RSM o, notw ith standin g, moneys in  th e fund shall n ot

130 lap se, un less and th en only to th e exten t to w h ich  th e unencum bered  balan ce at

131 t he cl ose of any f i scal  year  exceeds [one-tw elfth ] one-fourth of th e total a mount

132 appropriat ed, paid,  or t rans ferred to t he fun d du ri ng such fi scal year . The

133 comm i ssi oner shal l  prepare  an annual r eport  of all recei pt s and expendit ure s

134 fr om t he fund.

135 12. A ll  t he powers, du ti es and fun ct ions of t he departm ent of  commun it y

136 aff air s re la tin g t o stat ewide p lann ing are t rans ferred by type I t rans fer t o the

137 off i ce of admi ni st r at i on.

138 13. Th e t i t l es whic h are  vested in t he govern or by  or pursuant  t o thi s

139 sect i on t o r eal  pr oper t y assi gned t o any of t he educat i onal  i nst i t ut i ons r efer r ed

140 t o i n sect i on 174.020, RSM o, on Ju ne 15, 1983, ar e her eby t r ansfer r ed t o and

141 vested in the board  of regents of the respecti ve educational insti tuti ons, an d th e

142 ti tl es to real property and other inter ests therei n hereaft er acquired b y or f or t he

143 use of any such educat i onal  i nst i t ut i on, not wit hst anding  provi sions of t hi s

144 section,  shall  vest in the board  of regents of  th e educati onal i nsti tuti on. The

145 board  of regents m ay n ot convey or oth erw ise tran sfer the  titl e to or oth er in tere st

146 i n such r eal  pr oper t y un less the conv eyance or  t r ansfer  i s f i r st  aut hor i zed by an

147 act  of t he gener al  assembl y, except  as pr ovi ded i n sect i on 174.042, RSM o, and

148 except t hat  t he boar d of r egent s may  gr ant  easement s over , i n and un der  such

149 r eal  pr oper t y wi t hout  fur t her  l egi sl at i ve act i on.

150 14. N otwit hstand ing an y provisi on of subsection 13 of t his sect ion to  t he

151 contrar y, t he board  of govern ors of M issouri W estern  Sta te U n iver sity, C entral

152 M issouri St ate U niversi ty , M issouri St ate U niversi ty , or M issouri Southern State

153 U ni ver si ty ; or  th e boar d of r egen t s of South east M i ssour i  Sta te  U n i ver si ty ,

154 N ort hw est M issouri St ate U niversi ty , or H arri s-Stowe State U niversi ty ; or t he

155 board  of cura tors  of L in coln U n iver sity m ay convey or oth erw ise tr ansfer , except

156 in  fee simple, th e t itle to or oth er inte rest in  such rea l pr oper ty  w i th out

157 aut hor i zat i on by  an act  of t he gener al  assembl y. The pr ovi si ons of t hi s subsect i on

158 shal l  expir e August  28, 2011.

159 15. A ll  county  sport s complex au th ori ti es, and any sports com plex

160 auth or i ty  located in  a ci ty  not w i th i n  a county , in  exi stence on  A ugust 1 3, 1986,

161 and organized u nd er t he provi sions of sections  64.920 to 64.950, RSM o, are

162 assign ed to th e off ice of ad min istra tion , bu t su ch au th orities  shall n ot be subject

163 to t he provi sions of subdi vi sion (4) of subsect i on 6 of sect i on 1 of t he Om n ibu s

164 Stat e Reor gani zat i on Act  of 1974, Appen di x B, RSM o, as amended.

165 16. A ll  powers, du ti es, and fun ct ions vested in the ad minist rati ve heari ng

166 commissi on, sections 621.015 t o 621.205, RSM o, and others,  are t rans ferred to t he

167 off ice of administ rati on by a type III tr ansfer.

Section B . Because im m edia te  act ion is necessary t o ensure t he effective

2 tr ansfer of sta te servi ces, section A  of t his act i s deemed necessary f or t he

3 i mmediat e preservat i on of t he publ i c heal t h, wel far e, peace and safety, and is

4 her eby decl ar ed to  be an emer gency act w i th i n  th e mean i ng of  t he consti tu ti on ,

5 and sect i on A of t hi s act  shal l  be i n ful l  for ce and effect  upon i ts passage and

6 appr oval .
