AN ACT

To repeal sections 26.215, 26.220, 26.225, 27.090, 27.095, 27.100, 28.300, 28.305,

28.310, 29.400, 29.405, 29.410, 30.500, 30.505, and 30.510, RSMo, and to enact
in li eu thereof fifteen new sections relating to the transiti on period for

statewide elected officials.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri, as follows:
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Section A. Sections 26.215, 26.220, 26.225, 27.090, 27.095, 27.100, 28.300,
28.305, 28.310, 29.400, 29.405, 29.410, 30.500, 30.505, and 30.510, RSMo, are
repealed and fifteen new sections enacted in lieu thereof, to be known as sections
26.215, 26.220, 26.225, 27.090, 27.095, 27.100, 28.300, 28.305, 28.310, 29.400,
29.405, 29.410, 30.500, 30.505, and 30.510, to read as follows:

26.215. 1. In eachyearin which a governor or lieu tenant governor of this
state is elected and the governor or the li eutenant governor so el ected is not t he
incumbent at th e tim e of the election, funds and facilities for th at governor-elect
and lieutenant governor- elect, to be used by each of them in preparing an orderly
transition of administrations, shall be provided.

2. Thelegislatureshall appropriatetothe commissioner of administration
funds to be used only for the purpose of these transitions and to be expended
during the transition period, but in no event shall the amount so appropriated
exceed one hundred thousand dollars for the governor-elect and five thousand
dollars for the lieutenant govern or-elect for any such tran sition and all fu nds not
expended for this purpose durin g the transition period shall reve rt to ge neral
revenue. All salariesand expenses,duringtheofficialtransition period,
shall be made only from f unds appr opri ated for the pur pose of these

tr ansiti ons.

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26.220. The transiti on period shall begin on the [fifteenth day of
November] first day following the election of a governor or | ieutenan t governor
who is not an incumbent and shall end when that governor-elect or lieu tenant
governor-elect has taken the oath of office. Expens es incurred duri ng the
tran sition peri od may be paid after the actual end of the tran sition
period.

26.225. 1. The commissioner of administ rati on shall provide office space
and equipm ent for the governor-el ect and the lieutenan t governor-elect and their
staff during the transiti on period. The facilities provided shall be located at t he
seat of government and shall be suitable for the purpose and capable of
adequately h ousing the transition staff of the governor-elect and the lieutenant
governor-elect. The facilities provided for the staffs of the governor-elect and the
lieutenant governor-elect shall be separate facilities.

2. The commissioner of administration shall furnish the transition
facilities with adequate telephone service, office furniture and office [machines
including but not limited to typewriters, adding machines and duplicating]
equipment. The commissioner of adm inistration shall reque st separa te
funding to cover the estimated costs of securing space and setting up
trans ition facilities so the facilities are oper ational the day followin g
the election. These funds are limited to the setup of the tran sition
facilitie s and shall not cover expenses incurred during the offici al
tr ansition period.

3. The transition period office space may be located in state-owned
buildings or in leased property. [All salaries, expenses, rentals and equipment
purch ase and repairs sha ll be made only from funds appropriat ed for the purp ose
of these transitions.]

27.090. 1. In each year in which an attor ney general of this state is
elected and when the att orney general so elected is nott he incumbent atthe time
of the election, funds and facilities for the attorney general-elect to be used by
him in preparing an orderly transition of administration shall be provided.

2. Thelegislatureshall appropriate to thecommissioner ofadministr ati on,
funds to be used only for the p urp ose ofthis tr ansition and to be expended during
the transition period but in no event shall the amount so appropriated exceed ten
thousand dollars for any such transition and all funds not expended for this
purp oseduring t he transition shall revert to general revenu e. All salaries and

expenses,during the official transition period, shall be made only from
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funds appropriated for the purpose ofthis tr ansition.

27.095. The "transition period" shall begin on the [fifteenth day of
November] first day following the election of an attorney general who is not an
incumbent and shall end when that attorney general-elect has taken the oath of
office. Expensesincurred duringt hetransi tionperiodm aybep aidaf ter
the actualend ofthe transition period.

27.100. 1. The commissioner of administ rati on shall provide office space
and equipment for the attorney general-elect and his staff during the transition
period. The facilities provided shall be located at the seat of governm ent and
shall be suitable for the purp ose and capable of adequately housing the att orney
general-elect and his staff.

2. Thecommissioner of administ rati on shall furnish the transition facility
with adequate telephone service, office furniture and office [machines including
but not Ilimited to typewriters, adding machines and duplicating]
equipment. The commissioner of adm inistration shall reque st separ ate
funding to cover the estimated costs of securing space and setting up
tran sition facilities so the facilities are oper ational the day followin g
the election. These funds are limited to the setup of the tran sition
facilitie s and shall not cover expenses incurred during the offici al
tr ansition period.

3. The transition period office space may be located in state-owned
buildings or in leased property. [All salaries, expenses, rentals and equipment
purch ase and repair s shall be made only from funds appropriat ed for the purpose
of this transition.]

28.300. 1. In each year in which a secretary of state of this state is
elected and when the secretary of state so elected is not t he incumbent at the
time of the election, funds and facilities for the secretary of state-elect to be used
by him in preparing an orderly transition of administration shall be provided.

2. Thelegislatureshall appropriate to the commissioner ofadministr ati on,
funds to be used only for the purp ose of this transition and to be expended during
the transition period but in no event shall the amount so appropriated exceed ten
thousand dollars for any such transition and all funds not expended for this
purp ose during the transit ion period shall revert to general revenue. All
salari es and expen ses, dur ing the official tran sition peri od, shall be
made only from funds appropriated for the purpose of this tr ansition.

28.305. The "transition period" shall begin on the [fifteenth day of
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November] first day following the election of a secretary of state who is not an
incumbent and shall end when th at secretary of state-elect has taken th e oath of
office. Expensesincurred duringt hetransi tionperiodm aybep aidaf ter
the actualend ofthe transition period.

28.310. 1. The commissioner of administ rati on shall provide office space
and equipm ent for the secretary of state-elect and his staff during the transition
period. The facilities provided shall be located at the seat of government and
shall be suitable for the purp oseand capable of adequately housing the secretary
of state-elect and his staff.

2. Thecommissioner of administ rati on shall furnish thetransition facility
with adequate telephone service, office furniture and office [machines includ ing
but not limited to typewriters, adding machines and duplicating]
equipment. The commissioner of adm inistration shall reque st separa te
funding to cover the estimated costs of securing space and setting up
tran sition facilities so the facilities are oper ational the day followin g
the election. These funds are limited to the setup of the tran sition
facilitie s and shall not cover expenses incurred during the official
tr ansition period.

3. The transition period office space may be located in state-owned
buildings or in leased property. [All salaries, expenses, rentals and equipment
purch ase and repairs sha ll be made only from funds appropriat ed for the purp ose
of this transition.]

29.400. 1. In each year in which an auditor of this state is elected and
when t he auditor soelected is not the incumbent at the time of the election, funds
and facilities for the auditor-elect to be used by him in preparing an orderly
transition of administration shall be provided.

2. Thelegislatureshallappropriate to thecommissioner ofadministr ati on,
funds to be used only for the purp ose of this transition and to be expended during
the transition period but in no event shall the amount so appropriated exceed ten
thousand dollars for any such transition and all fu nds not expended for this
purp ose during the transit ion period shall revert to general revenue. All
salari es and exp enses, dur ing the official tran sition peri od, shall be
made only from funds appropriated for the purpose of thistransition.

29.405. The transition period shall begin on the [fifteenth day of
November] first day followingthe election of an auditor w hois notan incumbent

and shall end when that auditor-elect has taken the oath of office. Expenses
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incurred during the transition period may be pai d after the actual end
ofthe tr ansition period.

29.410. 1. The commissioner of administ rati on shall provide office space
and equipment for the auditor-elect and his staff during the transition
period. The facilities provided shall be located at the seat of government and
shall be suitable for the purpose and capable of adequately housing the
auditor-elect and his staff.

2. Thecommissioner of administ rati on shall furnish the tr ansition facility
with adequate telephone service, office furniture and office [machines including
but not Ilimited to typewriters, adding machines and duplicating]
equipment. The commissioner of adm inistration shall reque st separa te
funding to cover the estimated costs of securing space and setting up
tran sition facilities so the facilities are opera tional the day f ollowin g
the election. These funds are limited to the setup of the tran sition
facilitie s and shall not cover expenses incurred during the offici al
tr ansition period.

3. The transition period office space may be located in state-owned
buildings or in leased property. [All salaries, expenses, rentals and equipment
purch ase and repair s shall be made only from funds appropriat ed for the purpose
of this transition.]

30.500. 1. In each year in which a treasurer of this state is elected and
when the treasurer so elected is not the incumbent at the time of the election,
funds and facilities for the treasurer-elect to be used by him in preparing an
orderly transition of administration shall be provided.

2. Thelegislatureshall appropriate to thecommissioner ofadministr ati on,
funds to be used only for the purp ose of this transit ion and to be expended during
the transition period but in no event shall the amount so appropriated exceed ten
thousand dollars for any such transition and all funds not expended for this
purp ose during the transit ion period shall revert to general revenue. All
salari es and expen ses, during t he official tran sition peri od, shall be
made only from funds appropriated for the purpose ofthistransition.

30.505. The transitio n period shall begin on the [fifteenth day of
November] first day following the election of a treasurer who is not an
incumbent and shall end when that tr easurer-elect has taken the oath of
office. Expensesincurred duringt hetransi tionperiodm aybep aidaf ter

the actualend ofthe transition period.
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30.510. 1. The commissioner of administ rati on shall provide office space
and equipment for the treasurer-elect and his staff during the transition
period. The facilities provided shall be located at the seat of government and
shall be suitable for the purpose and capable of adequately housing the
tr easurer-elect and his staff.

2. Thecommissioner of administ rati on shall furnish the tr ansition facility
with adequate telephone service, office furniture and office [machines including
but not limited to typewriters, adding machines and duplicating]
equipment. The commissioner of adm inistration shall reque st separa te
funding to cover the estimated costs of securing space and setting up
tran sition facilities so the facilities are oper ational the day followin g
the election. These funds are limited to the setup of the tran sition
facilitie s and shall not cover expenses incurred during the offici al
tr ansition period.

3. The transition period office space may be located in state-owned
buildings or in leased property. [All salaries, expenses, rentals and equipment
purch ase and repairs sha ll be made only from funds appropriat ed for the purp ose

of this transition.]
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
