AN ACT

To r epeal  sect i ons 162.675, 162.730, 162.740, 162.755, 162.780, 162.785, 162.810, and

168.520, RSM o, and t o enact  i n l i eu t her eof ei ght  new sect i ons r el at i ng t o t he

st at e school s for  sever el y handi capped chi l dr en.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Sta te of Mi ssouri, as fol lows:

Sect i on A. Sect i ons 162.675, 162.730, 162.740, 162.755, 162.780, 162.785,

2 162.810, and 168.520, RSM o, ar e r epealed and ei ght  new sect i ons enact ed i n l i eu

3 th er eof, t o be k nown as secti ons 162.675, 162.730, 162.740, 162.755, 162.780,

4 162.785, 162.810, and 168.520, to  r ead as fol l ows:

162.675. As used in  section s 162.670 to 162.995, un less the  context clea rly

2 i ndi cates oth er w i se, th e fol l ow i ng ter ms mean: 

3 (1) "Ch il dren w it h d isabil it ies" or "hand icapped chil dren",  chil dren u nd er

4 th e age of tw enty-on e years w ho have not completed  an  approv ed h igh  school

5 pr ogr am and who, because of m enta l , physi cal , emoti onal  or  lear n i ng pr obl ems,

6 r equ i r e speci al  educati onal  ser vi ces; 

7 (2) "Gifte d child ren", chi l dren  who exh ib it p recocious development o f

8 mental ca pacity a nd learn in g poten tial  as deter m in ed by competen t p rofessional

9 evaluat i on t o t he ext ent  t hat  cont i nued educat i onal  gr owt h and st i mul at i on coul d

10 best  be served by an academi c envi r onment  beyond t hat  offered through a

11 sta ndar d gr ade-l evel  cur r i cu l um; 

12 (3) "Severely han dicapped chil dren",  hand icapped chil dren un der t he age

13 of twen ty -one years wh o meet the eli gibi li ty  cri ter ia f or [sta te] Missouri schools

14 for the severely [hand icapped chil dren ] disabled, i dent i f i ed in st at e regul at i ons

15 th at i mpl ement t he I ndi vi dual s w i th  D i sabi l i ti es Educati on  Act; 

16 (4) "Speci al  educat i onal  service s", programs desi gned t o meet t he needs
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17 of chi l dr en wi t h di sabi l i t i es or  handi capped or  sever el y handi capped chi l dr en and

18 whi ch i ncl ude, but  ar e not  l i mi t ed t o, t he pr ovi si on of di agnost i c and evaluat i on

19 service s, stu dent an d paren t counselin g, i tin erant,  homebound and re fer r al

20 assi st ance, or gani zed i nst r uct i onal  and t her apeut i c pr ogr ams, t r anspor t at i on, and

21 corr ect i ve and supp ort i ng ser vi ces.

162.730. 1. The state board of edu cati on shall  establi sh schools or

2 progra ms in  th is state s u ff icien t to  pr ovi de special education al service s for a ll

3 severe ly  hand icapped chil dren n ot resi ding in sp ecial school dist ri cts or i n othe r

4 school distr icts provid ing ap proved special edu cati onal ser vices for severely

5 handic apped chi l dren wh i ch schools or  programs shal l  be referr ed to herein as

6 ["st at e school s for  sever el y handi capped chi l dr en" ] "Missouri Schools for the

7 Severely Disabled".

8 2. The M issouri Sch ool f or th e Blin d at St.  L ouis and th e M issouri Sch ool

9 for th e Deaf at  Fu l ton  ar e with in  th e divisio n  of special [servi ces] education of

10 th e depart men t  of el ementa ry  and secondary  educatio n . The sta te  board  of

11 educat i on shal l  gover n t hese schools.

12 3. The sta te  boar d of educati on : 

13 (1) Shall  determ ine the ty pe and kind  of instr ucti on t o be offered an d t he

14 nu mber an d quali f icati ons of instr uctors and  other n ecessary personnel in the

15 [sta te] Missouri schools for the severely [hand icapped chil dren ] disabled, t he

16 school for t he bli nd  and t he school for t he deaf; provi ded, however, t ha t the course

17 of stu dy of  t hese school s shal l  be of a  char acter  to  devel op th e menta l , physi cal ,

18 vocational an d social abil it ies of t he pup il s and t o prepare t hose stud ents capable

19 of advanci ng for  admi ssi on  to  postsecondar y pr ogr ams; 

20 (2) Shal l  pr omul gate  al l  r u l es and r egu l ati ons gover n i ng enr ol l ment,

21 i ncl udi ng th at o f assi gn i ng ch i l dr en  to  th e most appr opr i ate  school  or  pr ogr ams;

22 and 

23 (3) Shal l  det er min e and ap pr ove al l  pol i ci es for  t he oper at i on of said

24 schools or  programs.

25 4. N otw ith standin g any oth er p rov ision  of this  section , each school d istrict

26 which  is n ot a  part of a s pecial school d istr i ct and each special school d istrict

27 shall  provide sp ecial edu cati onal ser vices for deaf chil dren an d youth w it hin  t he

28 ages of f i ve t hr ough t hi r t een y ear s r esi di ng i n the dist r i ct  i n accor dance wi t h

29 ru les, regu la tio ns and sta ndard s promulgated by th e sta te  board  of

30 education. Such services shall  be provi ded w it hin  t he dist ri ct  of resi dence or by

31 cont r act  wit h a near by di st r i ct  or di strict s or near by publ i c agency or agencies
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32 pursu ant to the  prov ision s of section s 162.670 to 162.995, prov id ed, however, tha t

33 nothin g herein sh all  be construed  to  affect t he fun ding or operati on of t he

34 M i ssour i  School  for  t he Deaf at  Ful t on nor  t o deny  t o any deaf chi l d or  yout h

35 wi t hi n t he age r ange pr escr i bed above t he r i ght  t o enr ol l ment  t her ei n.

36 5. N o rul e or  por t i on of a r ul e promu l gated under t he aut hor i t y of t hi s

37 chapter  shall b ecome effective unless it  has been prom ulgated p ursu ant to the

38 provi sions of section 536 .024, RSM o.

162.740. Th e dist r i ct  of r esi dence of each chil d at t endi ng a [sta te]

2 Missouri school for the severely [hand icapped chil dren ] disabled or  an

3 educational program  for a f ull- ti me pati ent or r esiden t at a facil it y operated b y

4 t he depar t ment  of ment al  heal t h, except  school  di st r i ct s wh i ch ar e a par t  of  a

5 special dist ri ct  and except special school dist ri cts, shall  pay t oward  t he cost of t he

6 education of  t he chil d an  amoun t equ al to the average sum produ ced per chil d by

7 t he l ocal  t ax effor t  of  t he di st r i ct . The di st r i ct  of  r esi dence shal l  be not i f i ed each

8 year , not  l at er t han December f i f t eent h, of t he nam es and addresses of pup i l s

9 enrolle d in  such schools. In  th e case of a special d istrict,  said  speci al d istrict

10 shal l  be r esponsi bl e for  an  amount  per  ch i l d not  t o exceed t he aver age sum

11 prod uced per child  by th e local ta x efforts of the  component d istricts. The district

12 of resi dence of the chil d's parents or guard ians sh all be th e dist ri ct  responsibl e

13 for  local  ta x contr i bu ti ons r equ i r ed by th i s secti on .

162.755. 1. The state b oard  of education  shall p rov id e reasonable

2 tr ansport ati on for chil dren w ho atte nd day schools or program s operated by the

3 stat e board of educati on or who att end program s operated through  contract  by the

4 stat e boar d of educat i on as provi ded in sect i on 162.735.

5 2. Shelt ered w orkshop s hold ing a cert if icate of approva l from  t he

6 depar tm ent o f el ementa r y and secondar y educati on  under  secti on  178.920, RSM o,

7 and cl i ent s of ot her  faci l i t i es oper at ed under  t he pr ovi si ons of sect i ons 205.968

8 t o 205.973, RSM o, and [sta te] Missouri schools for t he severely [hand icapped]

9 disabled may coopera te in  th e prov ision  of employee, clien t an d stu dent

10 t r anspor t at i on. Employees of shelt ered wor kshops and cl i ent s of oth er faci l i t i es

11 operated un der t he provi sions of sections 205.968 t o 205.973, RSM o, may be

12 t r anspor t ed t o shel t er ed wor kshops and ot her  faci l i t i es i n v ehi cl es owned and

13 opera ted by t he departm ent of  elementary an d secondary edu cati on or h ir ed by

14 t he depar t ment  for  stud ent t r anspor t at i on or  st udent s may  be t r anspor t ed i n

15 vehi cl es owned and oper at ed or hi r ed by shelt ered workshops or other f aci l i t i es

16 opera ted  un der t he provi sions of sections 205.968 t o 205.973, RSM o, t o [state ]
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17 the Missouri schools for t he severely [hand icapped] disabled.

18 3. The pr ovision  of sheltere d work shop employee or oth er clie n t

19 tr ansport atio n  in  veh icles owned and opera t ed or h ir ed by th e depart ment o f

20 elem ent ar y and secondar y educat i on shal l  not  und ul y i nt erfere wi t h t he rou tes

21 and schedules of t he [sta te] Missouri schools for t he severely [hand icapped]

22 disabled and r easonable com pensat i on may  be pai d by t he shel t er ed wor kshop

23 or ot her faci li ty  for t he developmentall y disab led to t he departm ent of  elementary

24 and secondar y educat i on.

25 4. The departm ent of  elementary an d secondary  education m ay secure

26 t r anspor ta t i on f or  st udent s i n [sta te] Missouri schools for t he severely

27 [hand icapped] disabled i n v ehi cl es owned and oper at ed or  hi r ed by shel t er ed

28 workshop s or other facil it ies operated un der the provi sions of sections 205.968 t o

29 205.973, RSM o, and make reasonable compensati on for the servi ce to the

30 shel t er ed wor kshop or  ot her  faci l i t y for  t he devel opment al l y di sabl ed.

162.780. The stat e board of educati on shall  have t he care and control  of

2 all  prop ert y, real and  personal,  necessary f or t he operati on of t he [sta te]

3 Missouri schools for the severely [hand icapped chil dren ] disabled , th e school

4 for  th e bl i nd and th e school f or th e deaf. The state b oard  of education  shall n ot

5 sel l  or  i n any  mann er  di spose of any  r eal  est at e pu r chased by t ax moneys

6 belonging to t he schools wit hou t an  act  of t he general assem bly authorizi ng the

7 sale or ot her disposit ion. The state board  of education m ay sell , convey, exchange

8 or  conv er t  i nt o money pr oper t y of any nat ur e, r eal , per sonal  or  mi xed, acqui r ed

9 from  ind ivi dua ls or  corporati ons by gra n t, g ift,  bequest, devise or don ati on to

10 t hese school s or  any of t hem.

162.785. 1. The state b oard  of education may acquir e by purch ase, lease,

2 gif t,  bequest, eminen t domain,  or otherwise,  all  necessary l ands, bu il dings or

3 equipm ent,  incl ud ing tr ansport ati on facil it ies, for t he use and benefit  of t he

4 M issouri Sc hool f or t he B li nd , t he M issour i School for t he Deaf and t he [sta te]

5 Missouri schools for the severely [hand icapped chil dren ] disabled. Whenever

6 th e board  selects p rop erty o r a ddition al p rop er ty  for  school p urp oses and cannot

7 agree with the ow ner thereof  as to t he pri ce to be paid , or for any other cau se

8 cannot  secur e a t i t l e t her et o, t he boar d may  pr oceed t o condemn t he pr oper t y i n

9 t he manne r  pr ovi ded i n chapt er  523, RSM o, and on such condemnat i on and

10 payment  of t he appr ai sement  as pr ovi ded, the ti tl e t o t he pr oper t y shal l  vest  i n

11 the stat e board of educati on for th e use and benefit  of t he school or schools for

12 whi ch i t  was r equi r ed.
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13 2. The sta te  boar d of educati on  may r ecei ve and admi n i ster  any gr ants ,

14 gifts,  devises, bequests or donati ons by any i nd ivi dua l or corporati on to  th e

15 [sta te] Missouri schools for the severely [hand icapped chil dren ] disabled, or

16 any of t hem , t he M issouri Sc hool f or t he B li nd  or t he M issouri Sc hool f or t he

17 Deaf. Gra nts, gifts,  devises, bequests or donation s made for a specified  use shall

18 not be ap pli ed eit her w holly or  in p art to any other u se.

162.810. N o employee of t he [sta te] Missouri schools f or the severely

2 [hand icapped chil dren ] disabled, t he M issouri Sc hool f or t he B li nd  or t he

3 M issouri Sc hool f or t he Deaf shall  keep for sale or  be interest ed, directl y  or

4 i ndi r ect l y , i n  th e sal e or  exchange of any school  fu r n i tu r e or  appar atu s, book s,

5 m aps, char t s, st at i oner y, or  ot her  pr oper t y or  food used i n t he school s. Any

6 empl oyee found to  be so in terested, upon convictio n , shall b e adju dged gu ilt y of

7 a m isdem eanor.

168.520. 1. For t he purp ose of providing career pa y, which s ha ll  be a

2 sal ar y suppl ement  for  t eacher s, l i br ar i ans, gu i dance counsel or s and cer t i f i cat ed

3 t each er s w h o h ol d  posi t i on s as sch ool  p sy ch ol ogi ca l  exam i n er s,

4 pare n ts -as-teachers  edu cators,  school psychologists, special edu cation

5 dia gnosti cians or speech pathologi sts i n the [sta te] Missouri schools for th e

6 severely [handi capped] disabled, t he M issouri Sc hool f or t he B li nd  and t he

7 M issouri Sch ool f or th e Deaf, th ere is h ereby establish ed a career a dvancement

8 pr ogr am whi ch  shal l  becom e ef fect i ve no l at er  th an September  1,

9 1986. Parti cipati on in  t he career advan cement progr am  by teachers sha ll  be

10 volun tary .

11 2. The departm ent of  elementary an d secondary edu cati on w it h the

12 recommendation  of t eachers fr om t he state schools, shall  develop a career

13 plan. This stat e career pla n  shall  incl ud e, bu t need not be li m it ed t o, t he

14 pr ovi si ons of st at e model  car eer  pl ans as cont ai ned i n subsect i on 2 of sect i on

15 168.500.

16 3. A ft er a t eacher  who i s dul y employed by a st at e school q ual i f i es and is

17 sel ected for  par ti ci pati on  in  th e sta te  car eer  pl an  esta bl i shed under  th i s secti on ,

18 such a teacher shall n ot be denied  th e career p ay auth orized by such plan  except

19 as provi ded in subdi vi sions (1), (2), and (3) of sect i on 168.510.

20 4. Each t eacher  sel ect ed t o par t i ci pat e i n t he car eer  pl an est abl i shed

21 un der t his sect ion w ho meets the requirem ents of  such plan , shall  receive a salary

22 suppl ement  as pr ovi ded i n subdi vi si ons (1), (2), and (3) of subsect i on 1 of sect i on

23 168.515.
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24 5. The departm ent of elementary an d secondary edu cati on shall  annu all y

25 incl ud e w it hin  it s budget request to the general assembly suff icient f un ds for t he

26 purp ose of providing career pa y as establi shed un der t his sect ion to t hose eligibl e

27 t eacher s empl oyed i n [sta te] the Missouri schools for t he severely [hand icapped]

28 disabled, t he M issouri Sc hool f or t he Deaf, and t he M issouri School for t he

29 Bl i nd.
