(3) by redesignating subsection (q) (as added

by section 1506 of the Enerey Policy Act of 2005)

as subsection (p);

(4) by moving subsection (p) (as so redesig-

nated) to appear after subsection (0); and

(5) by redesignating subsections (r) through (v)

as subsections (q) through (u), respectively.
(b) Section 212(b) of the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C.
7546(b)) 1s amended—

(1) in paragraph (1)—

(A) by striking “title XIV of the Emnergy
Policy Act” and inserting “title XV of the En-
ergy Policy Act of 2005 (42 U.S.C. 16501 et
seq.)”; and

(B) by striking “sucrose-derived”’; and

(2) in paragraph (2)(A), by striking ‘“‘sucrose-

derived”.
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
