“(f)(1) The final decision of the Department with re-
spect to any review of an adverse action under the griev-
ance procedures prescribed under subsection (a) shall be
issued not later than 60 days after the adverse action has
been appealed.

“(2) Such a final decision shall be subject to judicial
review in the appropriate United States District Court, or
in the case of such a decision that has been made by a
labor arbitrator pursuant to a collective bargaining agree-
ment under subsection (b), the decision shall be subject
to judicial review in the United States Court of Appeals
for the Federal Circuit in the same manner as a matter
