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AN ACT

To repeal section 72.080, RSMo, and to enact in lieu thereof one new section relating

to incorporation of municipalities.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri, as follows:
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Section A. Section 72.080, RSMo, is repealed and one new section enacted
in lieu thereof, to be known as section 72.080, to read as follows:

72.080. 1. [Notwit hstanding any provision of law to the contrary, and as
an alternative to, and not in lieu of, th e procedure established in section 80.020,
RSMo,] Any unincorporated city, town, [vil lage,] or oth er area of th e state may,
except as otherwise provided in sections 72.400 to 72.420, become a city [, town,
or village] of the class to which its population would entitle it pursuant to this
chapter, and be incorporated p ursu ant to the law for the governm ent of cities],
towns, or villages] of that class, in the following manner:

[(1)] Whenever a number of voters equal to fifteen percent of the
[registered voters] votes cast in the last gubernatorial election in the area
proposed to be incorporated shall present a petition to the governing body of the
county in which such city, town, [vil lage,] or area is situ ated, such petition shall
describe, by metes and bounds, the area to be incorporated and be accompanied
by a plat thereof, shall state the approximate population and the assessed
valuation of all real and personal property in the area and shall state facts
showing th at the proposed city [, town, or village, if such villa ge has at | east one

hundred inhabitants residing in it,] shall h ave the ability to f urnish normal

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municipal serviceswithin a reasonable time after its incorporati on is to become
effective and prayin g that the question be submitted to determine if it may be
incorporated [;

(2) The governing body shall submit the question to the voters if it is

satisfied the number of voters signing such petiti on is equal to fift een percent of
the registered voters in the area proposed to be incorporated.
As used in this section, "village" means any small group or assemblage of houses
in an unincorporated area, being generally less than in a town or city, or any
small group or assemblages of houses or buildings built for dwelling or for
business, or both, in an unincorporated area, regardless of whether they are
situated upon regularl y lai d out streets or all eys dedicated to pu blic use, having
no minim um number of registered voters in the area, and without regard to t he
existence of churches, park s, schools, or commercial establishments in that area
or whether the proposed vill age is devoted to community purposes]. If the
governing body shall be satisfied that a number of voters equal to
fifteen percent of the votes cast in the last gubernatorial election in the
area proposed to be incorporated have signed such petition, the
governing body shall submit the question to the voters.

2. The [governing body] county may make changes in the petit ion to
correct technical errors or to redefine the metes and bounds of the area to be
incorporated to r eflect other boun dary chan ges occurring wit hin six months prior
to the time of filing the petiti on. Petitions submitted by proposing agents may
be submitted with exclusions for the signatures collected in areas origi nally
included in t he proposal but subsequently annexed or incorporated separat ely as
a city, town or vil lage, although the governing body shall be satisfi ed as to the
sufficiency of the signatures for the final prop osed area. If a majority of the
voters votin g on the question vote for in corporation, the governing body shall
declare such city, town, [vil lage,] or other area incorporated, designating in such
order the metes and bounds thereof, and thenceforth the inhabitants within such

bounds shall be a body politic and incorporate, by the name and style of "the city

Of oo ", or "thetown of ... ", ["th e vill age of
.................................. ".] and the first offi cers of such city[,] or town[, or village]
shall be designated by the order of the governing body, who shall hold their

offices until the next municipal election and until their successors shall be duly
elected and qualified. [Thecity, town, or village shall have perpetu al succession,

unless disincorporated; may sue and be sued; may plead and be impleaded; may

defend and be defended in all courts and in all actions, pleas, and matters
whatsoever; may grant, purchase, hold, and receive property, real and personal,
wit hin such place and no other, burial grounds and cemeteries excepted; and may
lease, sell, and dispose of such property for the benefit of the city, town, or
village; and may have a common seal, and alter such seal at pleasure.] The
county shall pay the costs of the election.

3. In any county with a charter form of government w here fifty or more
cities, towns and villages have been incorporated, an unincorporated city, town
or other area of the state shall not be incorporated except as provided in sections
72.400 to 72.420.

4. Any unincorporated area with a private ei ghteen-hole golf course
community and with at least a one hundred acre lake located within any county
of the first classification with more than eighty-two thousand but less than
eighty-two thou sand one hundred inh abitants m ay incorporate as a cit y of the
class to which its population would entitle it pursuant to this chapter
notw it hstand ing any prop osed annexation of the unincorporated area by any city
of the third or f ourth classif ication or any home rule city with more than four
hundred thousand inh abitants and located in more than one county. If any city
of the third or f ourth classif ication or any home rule city with more than four
hundred thousand inhabitants and located in more than one county proposes
annexation by ordinance or resoluti on of any unincorporated area as defined in
this subsection, no such annexation shall become effective unti | and only after a
majority of the qualified voters in the un incorporated area p roposed to be
incorporated f ail to approve or oppose the proposed incorporation by a majority
vote in the election described in subsection 2 of this section.

5. Prior to the election described in subsection 2 of this section, if the
owner or ow ners of either t he majority of the commercial or the majority of the
agricultural classification of real property in the proposed area to beincorporated
object to such incorporation, such owner or owners may file an action in the
circuit court of the county in which such unincorporated area is situated,
pursuant to chapter 527, RSMo, prayin g for a declarator y judgment requ esting
that such incorporation be declared unreasonable by the court. As used in this
subsection, a "majority of the commercial or agricultural classification” means a
majority as determined by the assessed valuation of the tracts of real property in
either classification to be determined by the assessments made according to

chapter 137, RSMo. The petition in such action shall state facts showing that
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such incorporation including the real property owned by the petition ers is not
reasonable based on the same criteria as specified in subsection 3 of section
72.403 and is not necessary to the proper development of the city or town. If the
circuit court finds that such inclusion is not r easonable and necessary, it may
enjoin the incorp oration orrequir e the petition requesting the incorporati on to be
resubmitt ed excluding all or part of the property of the petitioners from the
proposed incorporation.

Section B. If any provision of section 72.080 or th e application thereof to
anyone or to any circumstancesis held invalid, the remainder of section 72.080
and th e application of such provisions to others or other circumstances shall n ot

be affected th ereby.
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
